level scores on the RIT scale that would indicate a good chance of success on these tests To perform the analysis we linked
together state test and NWEA test results for a sample of 18 730 North Carolina students who completed both exams in the
spring of 2013 the term in which the EOG is administered For the spring season labeled current season an Equipercentile
method was used to estimate the RIT score equivalent to each state performance level For fall labeled prior season we
determined the percentage of the population within the selected study group that performed at each level on the state test
and found the equivalent percentile ranges within the NWEA dataset to estimate the cut scores For example if 40% of the
study group population in grade 3 mathematics performed below the proficient level on the state test we would find the RIT
score that would be equivalent to the 40th percentile for the study population this would not be the same as the 40th
percentile in the NWEA norms This RIT score would be the estimated point on the NWEA RIT scale that would be equivalent
to the minimum score for proficiency on the state test Documentation about this method can be found on our website Table
Sets 1 and 2 show the best estimate of the minimum RIT equivalent to each state performance level for same season spring
and prior season fall RIT scores These tables can be used to identify students who may need additional help to perform well
on these tests Table Sets 3 and 4 show the estimated probability of a student receiving a proficient score on the state
assessment based on that student s RIT score These tables can be used to assist in identifying students who are not likely to
