such teachers as future Pulitzer Prize winner Willa Cather The subject of investment as well as destructive neglect the school
reflects the history of the city of Pittsburgh and provides a study in both the best and worst of urban public education
practices there and across the Rust Belt Integrated decades before Brown v Board of Education Schenley succumbed to
default segregation during the white flight of the 1970s it rose again to prominence in the late 1980s when parents camped
out in six day long lines to enroll their children in visionary superintendent Richard C Wallace s reinvigorated school
Although the historic triangular building was a cornerstone of its North Oakland neighborhood and a showpiece for the city
of Pittsburgh officials closed the school in 2008 citing over 50 million in necessary renovations a controversial event that
